On May 2, the first game of the newly founded
Negro National Baseball League was played in
Indianapolis, Indiana. There were 24 teams. Mis-
souri had two: the Kansas City Monarchs and the
St. Louis Giants, which became the St. Louis Stars
two years later. Due to the depressed economy,

the league folded in 1931 but a new league was
organized in 1933.

The fall of 1920 ushered in another new era. In
September, stores began stocking the first radi-
os for domestic use. Westinghouse marketed a
small set with two attached earphones for $10.00.
The company had a radio station in Philadel-
phia with the call letters of KDKA (although it
used Z88 for the first few days of transmission)
for communication between two of its plants.

For almost 80 years
it was accepted that Peary
was the first man to reach
the geographic North Pole
during his 1909 Arctic
expedition. In 1989, an En-
glish explorer, Wally Her-
bert, asserted that Peary
missed the mark by about
60 miles.

Mickey Rooney, born Joseph Yule, Jr. on
September 23, was an actor who appeared
in over 300 film.

1945 season while serv-

ing in the Navy. Mu-
sial was a .331 lifetime
hitter. He was named Most Valuable Player
three times during the 1940s. Renowned for
his consistent hitting, he was also known for
his good sportsmanship and personal mod-
esty. President Barack Obama presented Stan
with the Presidential Medal of Freedom, the
highest civilian award, in 2011. Stan Musial

died in 2013.
